e Students in grades 4-+5 must have parent permission.

o All bikes must be locked to the bike rack in the front of the school.

e Adults must accompany child to the bike rack and assist with bike lock.

e Students must walk their bike when entering school grounds during the hours of
7-30- 8:30 and 2:30- 3:30 due to high automobile traffic.

I understand I must ride to school
with an adult.
